This was brought 

on by the fact that her husband had been an alcoholic for 40 years. She also had raised her children right but two 

of them were in jail. She had been awarded four of their children to raise, and on top of that she had sins of her 

own weighing her down. This lady told us that she had finally just gotten to the end of herself and decided to com-

mit suicide. She then took an overdose of pills but God wasnõt ready for her to die yet so she didnõt. When she 

saw that she wasnõt going to die she threw herself on God and His mercy. She cried out to him to save her and 

confessed what a wretched, miserable person she was in His sight. 

The end result was that she asked Jesus into her heart and has now come back to the church. Praise God! 

She wondered why she didnõt feel this way 7 years ago when attending the church. Ken told her that she had made 

a commitment to the church but had never made a commitment to God. Had never asked for forgiveness of sin. She 

came back on a Sunday when Barbara Begay was preaching and thought, òThis woman is really speaking my 

language! Sheõs talking about me!ó She told Ken she knew exactly what Barbara was talking about! Isnõt it a 

wonder how God does that? I still stand amazed at the way He works! 

Keep this lady in your prayers. She said that after she prayed nothing in her life changed, the husband was the 

same; her kids still had problems, but that all of a sudden she felt a peace about it all. It isnõt that she is no longer 

burdened about things but knows that God is handling it and He has given her a peace to know that she is no 

longer alone. Praise the Lord! He is still working and miraculously saving people from their sins right where they 

are at! 

One day, after praying, she turned on the radio and it had some peppy music playing and before she knew it 

she realized that she was dancing. Then she felt herself smiling. She thought, òOh my goodness!ó She said she 

hadnõt smiled for years! She then rushed right into her bedroom and thanked God for the change! 



Thanksgiving and Christmas are great times to reflect on how 

blessed we are. I just met a very poor family in Baviacora, 

Sonora. They have 7 children and live in a 12' x 12' tar paper 

shack with no electric or water. Winter is coming, although it is 

unlikely that they will see snow it still gets cold. They cook out-

side on an open fire, but they are happy and the wife attends our 

Baviacora Church with Antonio and Rosario Mungarro. Thank 

God for this time of the year when we are reminded that Jesus 

came the same way, poor, to make us rich. What blessings we 

have! I had a dream the other night and a verse from Jeremiah 

came to me, ñThe harvest is over, summer has ended and we are 

not saved.ò There should be a renewed urgency to win the lost in 

these difficult times. May God revive his church again and now would be a great time. Brian 

and I just returned from visiting Mexico and feel that God is helping us there. We welcome our 

new pastor in Mexico, Antonio and Rosario Mungarro and family. 
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
