We realize that we haven’t done an UPDATE in a while so thought we would let you know some of what God is doing in our lives.  First of all, thanks to all of your churches who responded with special offerings in the last couple of months.  It has enabled us to finish the year in the black and to do some evangelism also.  

We went up to the Navajo Nation, north in Arizona, during the Christmas season and passed out boxes of presents that were a true blessing.  They didn’t know we were coming so nothing was expected and what a surprise it was.  We were also able to bless a pastoral family as well.  It was quite a trip.  It is amazing to realize that the reservation is hundreds of miles wide.  We also had to contend with the snow that we never see living in Phoenix!   We found many churches, some with buildings and some meeting in houses, who are without a pastor.  Our hearts were grieved to realize that we are unable to meet such a need.  We would like to clone ourselves and do it all!  We really need prayer for this situation as we don’t have anyone willing to live up there at this time and assume this responsibility.  Brenda and I are willing to do it but have the Bible Institute and other responsibilities in Phoenix.  We have thought that maybe we can do it part of every week.  For instance go up on the weekend and use Monday also.  That would give us 4 days of extra ministry and travel.  I just don’t know whether our physical can take all that.  Not that we are sick or anything but we don’t want to wear out either and then be of no use at all!  Please pray for this situation.  

We are working hard on the camp ground.  We have a bunch of plants to get into the ground but we are in need of a rotto tiller first.  The clumps of grass are too hard to remove by simply using a hoe.  I am working today on making a wooden platform.  We have to make it in sections that can be easily moved and stored.  Since it will be open air meetings we need to get the instruments out of the dirt while storing them afterwards in the shed. We’re also working on other smalls buildings that are needed. There is still much to be done before June gets here.  If any of you want to come and help out feel free to give me a call.  I can sure use you!  

We also need a team of men to raise the new building on the Colorado River Indian Reservation in Parker.  Most of the materials are on site and all the permits have been issued.  Now we need someone who knows about steel buildings or can at least figure it out!  

We want to remind everyone to start saving their dime banks.  We will be sending our daughter, Rebecca, up north to do the deputation for us starting in the spring. She has been working with us here in Phoenix for the last 5 years and knows the ministry personally and we feel this will be an asset to the meetings in your churches.  She has agreed to do it and will be traveling for about 8 months, first in the Missouri, OK, and Kansas area in March and April.  Then about in August she will be in Illinois, Ohio, and Indiana area.
